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Forest Professionals Work Together on Stanley Park
Restoration

VANCOUVER - Forest professionals from across the province reviewed progress today on the
$10 million urban forest restoration for Stanley Park following the effects of the devastating
windstorm that struck in December 2006, levelling 41 hectares of forest.

As part of a forestry tour in support of the Association of BC Forest Professionals’ annual
conference, professionals had the opportunity to view first hand the effects of the windstorm and
how professionals worked together and were involved in developing plans and prescriptions to
rehabilitate the park.

Forest professionals led by ABCFP members Bruce Blackwell, RPF; Jeff McWilliams, RPF; and
Jonathan Lok, RFT, had a close up view of the success of the treatments and the tree growth in
response to reforestation strategies. They also heard more about wildfire protection, wind
firming and danger tree removal, debris removal, species at risk, and reforestation.
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The Association of BC Forest Professionals’ forestry conference and AGM are held in different
locations around BC each year. Attending are Registered Professional Foresters and Registered Forest
Technologists who come to learn from the best, share ideas and best practices and network with
colleagues. This year’s conference theme Wood Is Good will highlight the link (or non link) between what
forest professionals grow and what the market demands and explore what needs to change to do better
in the future.
