Application Process Flowchart

Below is a process flowchart for granting Associate Membership. This route of entry is a voluntary membership designed to allow individuals who 
are certified to engage in aspects of the practice of professional forestry to the extent consistent with their education, training and experience. Visit

Step 1
Applicant must submit a completed Accredited Timber Cruiser/Evaluator application package (application form, references, training/

education certificates, cruisers’ log and ethics exam* to the ABCFP c/o Registration Dept. 

Step 2 (a)
The registration dept. reviews application package for completeness and correctness. The applicant will be informed if application 

package is satisfactory or if more information is required as soon as the review is completed.

Step 2 (b)
The registration dept. will mark the ethics exam and will contact the applicant with the result and inform him/her if a re-write is 

necessary. The application will be placed on-hold until the applicant passes the ethics exam.

Step  2 (c)
Once requirements under steps 2(a) & (b) are completed, the registration dept. and the Forest Measurements Board (FMB) will 

arrange for the applicant to write the technical exam. 

Step 2 (d) 
Once the applicant passes the technical exam, the FMB will review the application package at its next regular meeting and make 

the final determination if applicant can be accepted as an ATC or ATE.

Step 3
The FMB’s recommendation to accept an applicant will be submitted to the Board of Examiners (BOE) and then the ACBFP council 

for approval. Note: The BOE and council approve new membership applications at the end of each month.

Step  4
Upon council approval, the registration dept. will inform the applicant of his/her new associate membership status.
